INTRODUCTION 

 
 The Rock County Community Resource Guide contains information about agencies and 
organizations in the area that can assist you with a wide variety of services.  The guide divides 
services into four categories: 
 

¶ Job Center Services ς Provides information on services intended to help you explore 
career options, search for a new job and apply for assistance such as food stamps, 
Badgercare, etc.  

¶ Education and Training Services ς Provides information about higher education services 
available in the county. 

¶ Community Services ς Provides a wide-range of assistance programs and services 
available to you in Rock County communities.  

¶ Counseling Services ς Provides a listing of counseling services available in Rock County.   
 

 This guide is not exhaustive ς no one document can list every organization and service 
that may be helpful.  However, it is a starting point for you to access the local service network.   
 
 It should also be noted that the names and contact numbers for the organizations may 
change from time to time.  While every effort has been made to provide you with the most 
current information, changes may occur without notice.

Resource Room is open to anyone 
providing friendly and helpful information 
about jobs and workforce services.  Or, use 
one of the many computers to go online to 
search for a job or find out more 
information about employment and 
training assistance programs.  Resources 
are available to assist you obtain 
occupational skills through training 
programs.  Supportive assistance may also 
be provided while involved in training.

¶ Job Centers of Wisconsin:  This is an upgraded, user-friendly electronic job board that 
contains listings of current job opportunities throughout Wisconsin, including managerial, 
professional, manufacturing, construction, truck driving, clerical and sales and marketing.  It 
is designed to connect employers and employees.  Part-time and temporary jobs are also 
listed.  The site helps job seekers quickly find openings based upon keyword and location 
searches, as well as create and post resumes and find job fairs and other training events. It 
also allows employers to find skilled employees through keyword searches.

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What To Do After A Layoff  
 

 

Á Donôt feel ashamed.  Job change is a reality in todayõs workforce.  Most people will 
have 8 to 12 different jobs in a working career.  Chances are that most people you will 

talk to during your job search have been laid off at least once in their career.  Being laid 

off is not your fault, so do not feel ashamed. 

 
Á Blow off some steam.   It is natural to feel anger!!  The key is to not let your anger 

consume you and to find a sounding board to vent your anger without taking it out on 

your family and friends.  Blow off steam in a positive manner.  Talk to your former co-

workers or start a job club where you can meet regularly to discuss your job search 

efforts.  If you find that your anger or sadness persists for more than a few weeks, you 

should seek professional counseling to help move on from this stage in your life. 

 
Á File for unemployment benefits.   File for unemployment immediately.  All 

employers are required to pay into an unemployment insurance fund and you should take 

advantage of this valuable benefit. 

 

Á Assess your financial situation.  Know and understand your personal financial 

situation.  Make a detailed budget and stick with it.  Reduce your spending where you 

can by eliminating or reducing optional expenditures.  Contact your creditors to see if you 

can arrange lower monthly payments while you are looking for work. If you have a great 

deal of debt, you may wish to contact a Consumer Credit Counseling service to work out a 

payment plan with your creditors.  

 

Á Consider a career ch ange.  This may be an ideal time to make a career change.  

Contact the Rock County Job Center, 1900 Center Avenue, Janesville for information on 

career opportunities.  The Job Center can conduct a variety of tests and assessments 

that will help you evaluate your current skills and the skills needed for your new career. 

Use any employer-provided benefits or the resources of the Job Center to enroll in 

training. 

 

Á Make a home office.   Set aside a place in your home to serve as your office.  Stock 

the office with all the basic materials and equipment needed to be productive.  Use this 

office to conduct your job search.  Develop the mindset that finding a job is a job in itself.   

 

Á Leave on good terms.  Make it a point to go around to everyone before leaving the 

job and give them your contact information and get theirs.  Try to keep a positive attitude 

and do not show bitterness with your former employer. The òsurvivorsó of a layoff go 

through quite a bit of stress.  Former co-workers can be a great source of support and 

may be able to provide tips for your job search. 

 

Á Target your correspondence.  Target your correspondence to a specific person 

at each company ð do not address correspondence òTo Whom It May Concern.ó  After a 

few days follow up with a phone call or an e-mail to ensure that the person received your 

resume or application, and that your information was delivered to the appropriate 

person. 
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What To Do After A Layoff  
 
 

Á Who do you know?   The people you know are the start of your job search.  Make a 

list of who you know and where they are.  Get this organized on paper or with software to 

track correspondence. 

 

People You Know People You Do Not Know 

Á Get reacquainted.  Find out how they 

are doing, what is new with them. 

Á Give them the news about the layoff if 

they do not already know. 

Á Tell them what you are looking for in a 

job. 

Á Ask if their company is hiring and what 

types of jobs they are filling. 

Á Ask them if they know what other 

companies are hiring and if they could 

make a referral on your behalf. 

Á Is there anyone else that they know 

that you should call? 

Á Introduce yourself and say who 

referred you to them. 

Á Tell them about your layoff in a 

positive manner and explain the type 

of job you are looking for. 

Á Ask if their company is hiring and, if 

yes, how you can apply for the job. 

Á Ask if they know what other 

companies may be hiring. 

Á Ask if there is anyone else that you 

should contact. 

 

Á Figure out what to say.  Put together a few talking points about yourself and your 

personal situation.  Things like what skills you possess and the duties performed at your 

last job.  Make sure to get at least one name from each person on your primary list. 

 

Á Practice your interview skills.  Career fairs can set you up with several 

interviews in a short period of time. Go on interviews even if you donõt think you would 

care for the job. You might be surprised when you interview and it will give you valuable 

experience for the job you really want. 

 

Á Consider temporary work.  After you have exhausted your contacts, consider 

taking temporary work. In the right situation, this can even lead to a new job.  

 

Á Put your extra time to good use.  If you donõt want to consider temp work then 

make sure your days are busy. You can learn some new skills or even take courses at 

one of the local colleges. 

 

Á Save your receipts.  Remember that everything you pay for on your job search is 

tax deductible. Make sure to consult your tax advisor on this.

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SERVICES FOR DISLOCATED WORKERS    
 

Services are available to help workers who have been dislocated from their job.  To be 
eligible for the Dislocated Worker Program, a person must have been or must be: 
 

Á A permanent employee of the company (not working through a temporary agency) 
Á Laid off or have received notice of layoff or business closure (if you quit your job or 

were fired, you will not qualify) 
Á A Rock County resident 

 
 Dislocated workers are eligible for the full-range of job center services including all job 
search activities, workshops as well as classroom and on-the-job training.   

 
SERVICES TO PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES    
 
 There are two programs available at the Rock County 
Job Center to provide assistance to persons with disabilities.  
These programs are: 
        

¶ Division of Vocational Rehabilitation (DVR):  The Division 
of Vocational Rehabilitation (DVR) is a federal/state 
program designed to assist individuals with disabilities to 
obtain, maintain, or improve employment.  Some of the 
services most commonly available through DVR include 
guidance and counseling, help finding and keeping a job, 
assistive equipment and technology, and funding for training.  For more detailed 
information, contact a DVR representative at the Rock County Job Center or call the state 
DVR Office at 1-800-947-3529 (TTY) or 1-800-947-6644 (Voice).  You can also visit the DVR 
website at www.dwd.state.wi.us/dvr.   

 

¶ Disability Program Navigator:  The Disability Program Navigator (DPN) helps people with 
disabilities increase employment and gain self-sufficiency.   The Navigator works directly 
with people with disabilities to access, facilitate, and "navigate" the complex provisions of 
ǇǊƻƎǊŀƳǎ ǘƘŀǘ ƛƳǇŀŎǘ ǘƘŜ ǇŜǊǎƻƴΩǎ ŀōƛƭƛǘȅ ǘƻ ŜƴǘŜǊΣ ǊŜ-enter or retain employment.  The 
Navigator also works with other job center partner agency staff to develop organizational 
expertise and provide access to a seamless, comprehensive service system intended to 
meet the needs of persons with disabilities.  For more information about services to people 
with disabilities, call the Rock County Disability Navigator at (608) 741-3564 (voice). 

  
TRAINING AND EDUCATION SERVICES 
 
  Education is the key to obtaining better job opportunities and higher wages.  If you are 
interested in developing the skills needed to succeed in a fulfilling career, there are many 
programs available to you.

¶ Workforce Investment Act (WIA):  This federally funded program can assist you to enroll in 
skilled training for demand occupations in the area.  Resources are used to help pay for 
tuition, fees, tools and other instructional-related costs.  Participation does require a person 
to meet certain eligibility requirements and attend the FutureTrac workshop.  WIA will 
provide funding for the following training and education services: 
 
Á Occupational Skills Training ς an approved program providing job-related skill training at 

a technical college or other educational institution. Training is limited to demand 
occupations in the area.  A list of the demand occupations can be obtained from a case 
manager at the Rock County Job Center. 

Á Adult Education and Literacy Training ς individualized, small group and classroom 
instruction to improve reading, writing, math and/or other basic skills. Instruction is 
usually provided by a technical college or community-based literacy organization. 

Á On-the Job Training ς training provided by an employer while on-the-job, earning a 
paycheck. Limited to employers who make a commitment to hire the worker at the 
conclusion of the training,  training is also limited to jobs in one of the demand 
occupations. 

Á Customized Training ς training designed to meet the special needs of an employer, or 
group of employers.  Limited to employers who make a commitment to hire the worker 
at the conclusion of the training. 

 

¶ Trade Adjustment Assistance (TAA):  Workers who have lost their jobs because of 
increased imports or moving production to a 
foreign country may have their skill training 
paid.  A company must be declared eligible for 
TAA before benefits can be provided to 
dislocated workers. TAA benefits are 
administered by Job Service at the Rock County 
Job Center.  Contact a Job Service case 
manager to learn if a particular company has 
been declared eligible for TAA.  You can also 
obtain more information on TAA by going to 
www.doleta.wdsc.org/trade_act/. 

 

¶ Apprenticeship Training:  An apprenticeship is 
a combination of on-the-job training and 
classroom-related instruction in which workers 
learn the practical and theoretical aspects of a highly-skilled occupation in two to five years. 
There are hundreds of apprenticeship programs available in construction, service, and 
industrial occupations. Registered apprentices are paid an hourly wage to attend their 
trade-specific schooling, which is sponsored by joint employer and labor groups, individual 
employers and/or associations.  Additional information regarding apprenticeships is 
available at:

HUMAN AND FAMILY SERVICES 
 
 The Rock County Human Services Department provides quality community-based 
services to the eligible citizens of Rock County intended to protect and improve the quality of 
life for children and adults, encourage self-sufficiency, promote positive youth development 
and supports independence.  Some of the following Rock County Human Services Department 
services are offered through the Rock County Job Center: 
 

¶ Long-Term Support:  Long Term Support (LTS) is a division of the Rock County Human 
Services Department.  LTS provides case management and service coordination to those 
individuals who are financially and functionally eligible for specific county, state, and federal 
programs.  These programs support individuals in their homes by providing supportive 
home care, respite, adult day care, medical supplies, adaptive aids, home modifications and 
more. 

 

¶ Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF):  The TANF program provides eligible 
families with a monthly cash payment to meet their basic needs.  TANF, which replaced the 
old welfare programs known as Aid to Families With Dependent Children (AFDC), the Job 
Opportunities and Basic Skills Training (JOBS), and the Emergency Assistance (EA) programs, 
is designed to help move recipients into work and turn welfare into a program of temporary 
assistance. The four major goals of TANF are: 
 

o assisting needy families so that children can be cared for in their own homes 
o reducing the dependency of needy parents by promoting job preparation, work and 

marriage 
o preventing out-of-wedlock pregnancies

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How to Apply for Unemployment Benefits 
 
 An application must be made each time you want to start receiving benefits. 

All claims based on work done in Wisconsin are filed either on the Internet or by 

telephone, even if you now live in another state.  

 

 To complete your application, you will need: 

 

Á Your Social Security number 

 

Á A Personal Identification Number (PIN).  Your PIN is a 4-digit number you 

make up before you apply and it helps to identify you.  The same PIN 

must be used for all on-line and telephone unemployment services.  

Choose a PIN you will remember. DO NOT TELL YOUR PIN TO ANYBODY! 

 

Á Your Wisconsin Driverõs License Number, if you have one 

 

Á The names of everyone for whom you have worked in the past 18 

months.  For each employer, you will also need a full address (including 

zip code), the reason you are no longer working there, and your first and 

last dates of work. 

 

Á Your Alien Registration Number, if you are not a U.S. Citizen 

 

Á The name and local number of your union hall, if you are a union 

member. 

 

 Remember, your claim begins the week you apply or reapply.  To avoid any 

loss of benefits, apply the first week you are unemployed.  Do not wait until the week 

is over!

If you do not qualify, you will be sent a notice telling you 

why.  The first check for most claims is paid within two weeks after you apply.  For

Loans provided under this program must 
be 30-year fixed rate loans. The program is completely voluntary for lenders, investors, loan 
servicers, and borrowers.
